Consider driving and/or walking potential neighborhoods 
to see if they capture the feel you’ve identified.   

Some things you might want to do:  

ü Drive the area 
ü Walk the area 
ü Visit at different times of day 
ü Visit in different types of weather 
ü Tour local schools 
ü Scope out the closest grocery store(s) and take a tour 
ü Identify local restaurants 
ü Get a cup of coffee at the neighborhood spot 
ü Talk to neighbors 
ü Ask yourself if it feels right, if you can see yourself there 

 

We recommend that you research neighborhoods that you have your eye on or that start popping up in your search 
portal to assess their fit. On paper, does a potential neighborhood check the boxes for what’s important in your new 
spot?
